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Make 10 dominoes: 
 
Photocopy and cut out the dominoes below.  Each child gets 5 dominoes, place the rest in a pile.  
Child places a domino down and draws a replacement.  Second child uses one end of the placed 
domino, and one end of their own domino to “make ten” (e.g. if one end of a domino on the ground 
has a 4, the child can place a 6), then draws a replacement from the pile.  Continue adding 
dominoes, one child at a time, until all are used.  Play in teams of 2 or 3.  The winning team is the 
one that can use up the most dominoes. 
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
